   My name is Jonathan Ludwig and I am the captain on the 48' catamaran

Yellow Bird. My hats off to you for a wonderfully designed vessel. Last week

we sailed her across the Gulf of Mexico in 8 to 12 foot sees on the beam in 20 kts. of wind with a spinnaker up doing 9 to 19 knots, now that's impressive for a cat much less a charter cat, but what really impressed me was the fact the we had a Coleman camp stove sitting on the bar with a pot of stew in it and it never moved in the 5 hours it sat there. I am sold on cats and will never go back to a monohull again. We have had the Yellow Bird to 30 kts. and never once have we experienced control problems. That alone is a feat in its self.

    We pulled into Key West, FL. and everyone on the dock came running to check out this fine example of a charter cat. After talking with a few people I now believe that the Yellow Bird is the finest charter cat in the country. No other boat can hold a candle to Yellow Bird. I asked other captains how their boats sailed and they just hung their heads in discuse because they don't, cattle boats is all that they are, they were never designed to sail well rather than sell tickets well. Not only does Yellow Bird look far better than anything around she also sails circles around our competition, even though she does not have a rotating mast which I now feel is a hindrance on a charter boat.


So, having said that, I just want to reiterate the fact the I believe that the 48' Yellow Bird by Kurt Hughes is the best charter sailboat in the world today. It far outshines the competition and the innovations in the design only make the competition envious. From her simple layout to innovative construction to her sea keeping abilities she is the best.
